Please access the Compass Curriculum at the challenge point for the ability of your children.  An example would be, that if we had a group of children that were working below their age, they would access the curriculum at their ability level. It may be the case that a secondary group may be using the Year 4 curriculum as they moved up from the primary class at the ability of Year 3. However, they may be accessing their actual year group for PHSE, PE and other subjects. Teachers must have these discussions with leaders and agree the challenge point for their class.
The Curriculum Overview is to be RAG (RED, Amber, Green) rated for coverage.  Each teacher will have their own Curriculum Overview as part of their planning file- which will be annotated to show coverage.
